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The Mosque Mohamed Aly, at the Citadel

The Mosque Mohamed Aly, at the Citadel
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Ruler of Egypt as "Wali" (Viceroy) in the name of the
Ottoman Khalif/Sultan from 1805 to 1848. Mohamed-Aly, a
Turk born in 1769 in Kawala (in Ottoman Greek Macedonia)
came to Egypt in 1802 as leader of the Albanian regiment
that helped him control the chaos caused by the French
sudden departure in 1802.

Mohamed-Aly's popularity among Egyptians earned him to
be chosen to take power by the leaders of the people (Omar
Makram and others) and recognition of the port, when he
brought peace to Cairo and the countryside after a long
period of anarchy.

Mohamed-Aly got rid of the threatening Mam-luks by
arranging for a large-scale banquet/ massacre on the
occasion of the investiture of his son Prince Toussoun
Pasha as a leader of the Egyptian army to crush the
Wahhabi revolt in Arabia.

Mohamed-Aly is considered the founder of Modern Egypt.
He introduced reform to the education by importing
European instructors and sending qualified studens
abroad. He started a modern medical school, an engineer-
ing school, a printing press, supported research to improve
agricultural techniques, modernized administration and
formed an Egyptian army for the first time since the fall of
the Pharonic Empire 2,000 years earlier, and led by his
sons, Ibrahim Pasha, Toussoun Pasha and Ismail Pasha, he
conquered Arabia, Yemen, Nubia, Sudan, Syria, Cyprus,
Crete, Greece and nearly put the Ottoman Empire to an end
if it was not for the intervention of the European power and
the 1840 London Conv-ention and treaty that limited his
dreams in the north but added Sudan o his territories and
made the governorship of Egypt Hereditary in his family.

Unfortunately, his successors did not pursue his dreams for
Egypt, with the exception of his grandson Ismail Pasha that
revived them for a while, and then were crushed by the
European intervention with the French and British eyes on
the Suez Canal that led to a British occup-ation in 1882.

He founded a dynasty to include: Wali Ibrahim Pasha 1848,
Wali Abbass Pasha | 1848, Wali Saed Pasha 1854,
Wali/Khedive Ismail Pasha 1863, Kheduve Tawfik Pasha
1879, Khedive Abbass Helmi Il 1892, Sultan Hussein Kamel
1914, Sultan/King Fouad | 1917, King Farouk | 1936, King
Ahmed Fouad Il 1952.
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The Citadel was originally constructed by Salah EI-Din El-Ayyoubi between 1176 and 1193 and hasn't stopped growing over the years.
During the Ayyoubid Era, Al-Kamel added a larged number of towers to the walls surrounding it and a large palace complex in the south-
ern part as well as the royal stables down at the Romayla Square.

Sultan Beybars Al-Bunduqdary (1260 -1277), of the Bahari Mamluks,| built a wall to divide the Citadel into the Norther Enclosures, the
home of the military garrison, and the Southern Enclosures, to include the residental palace complex. Within the same "dynasy"
Al-Nasser Mohamed (1293 - 1341) enlarged the Southern Enclosures and added several buildings to the palace grounds, including the
Mosque of Al-Nasser Mohamed and the Ablak Mosque.

During the Circassian Mamluks Era, a number of palaces were added to the Southern Royal Residence Enclosure, but none of them
survived.

An extensive restoration was carried out during the Ottoman Era (1517 - 1798) on many of the wails and also a number of towers and
gates were built, as well as the Soliman Pasha Mosque and Ahmed Katukhda Al-Azab Mosque.

A most sweeping changes to the Citadel took place during Mohamed-Aly's reign (1805 - 1849). The outer fortifications were rebuilt to suit
a western-style army equipped with muskets and cannons. Unfortunately a large number of ancient buildings were demolished to give
place to European styled palaces, barracks, schools, military factories, and most important was his mosque in the Southern Enclosures.
Moharned-Aly's grandson, Ismael Pasha (1863-1879) was the last ruler to reside in the Citadel, he moved to his Abdin Palace within the
modern Cairo he founded while the Citadel remained an important military stronghold that was occupied by the British troops from 1882
to 1956, then by the Egyptian Army until 1982 when it became a tourist site.
